6. PUBLIC INPUT SESSION 

Margo McDonnell of Spruce Grove was present to make a statement regarding concern 
for the proposed sidewalk to the bus stop on McLeod Avenue. 

Administration provided that there have been numerous requests for a sidewalk 
connection. Council provides funds for pedestrian connections that are missing or 
where the City sees that people are walking. In this case, the City is looking at the 
feasibility in this location as there are many utilities to consider; the City is also looking 
at the north side of this area as well. Once the City is aware of the feasibility in an area, 
then the City will notify the residents and seek input.  

Mayor Acker thanked Margo McDonnell for attending Council to share. 
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Fred Slootweg of Spruce Grove was present to make a statement regarding concern for 
the proposed sidewalk to the bus stop on McLeod Avenue. 

Administration provided that a letter will be directly mailed to residents in the affected 
area so there is an opportunity for engagement. This project is in the feasibility stage; if 
it is feasible and the City is confident in the design, then the next phase would include 
notifying the residents and advising of a timeline for construction. If all the residents are 
opposed, then the City would take that into consideration. The installation of a sidewalk 
would be completed within existing City budget and all utilities must remain located 
within public space either within in a road right-of-way or a utility right-of-way. 

Mayor Acker thanked Fred Slootweg for attending Council to share. 

Sharron Berglund of Spruce Grove was present to make a statement regarding concern 
for the state of the Heritage Grove Trail system. 

Mayor Acker thanked Sharon Berglund for attending Council to share and Council would 
like all of the community to feel safe to use the parks and trail system. 

Administration provided that suggestions and comments have been duly noted. 

Mark Turner of Spruce Grove was present to make a statement regarding a requested 
stop sign at the corner of Grassview Close and Groat Drive to manage the speed of 
traffic on this particular stretch of road.

The City Clerk read an email on behalf of Jennifer Belfour regarding ongoing concerns 
with the unsheltered.

Grove is a compassionate community that is looking at strategies for helping those who 
need a hand up while still enforcing and maintaining the rule of law. 

The City Clerk read an email on behalf of Amanda Steinke regarding ongoing concerns 
with the unsheltered. 

Mayor Acker thanked Amanda Steinke for sending in the statement and that the City is 
working on it. If anyone feels unsafe or is in trouble, to please contact 9-1-1 or 
Enforcement Services for assistance. 

Administration provided that as the transition occurs from the location model to the 
outreach model, social disorder concerns are expected to occur. The City is working on 
community relations.
